A documentary that tracks the evolution of global
capitalism from the 1970s until today, considering the
position of Greece in the global economy but also the
traps of the so-called “free market system”. It also
explains “the concepts of pernicious and illegitimate
debts of the Greek economy”, by talking to economists,
journalists, intellectuals, politicians and other specialists
from around the world, such as David Harvey, Samir
Amin, Kostas Lapavitsas, Gerald Dumenil, Alain
Badiou, The President of CADTM Eric Toussaint, the
Argentine director Fernando Solanas, journalists, such
as Avi Lewis (writer / director of the documentary The
Take), Jean Quatremer (Liberation), Greek World War
IT Veteran Manolis Glezos, and Sahra Wagenknecht,
deputy chairman of the German left-wing party Die
Linke.

Aris Hadjistefanou and Katerina Kitidi show
similar situations which prevailed in Latin American
countries, such as Argentina and Ecuador, which also
faced unbearable debt. Apt descriptions and interesting
views reveal the disastrous effects of the International
Monetary Fund dominance on the living standards of
those countries. Due to the imposed austerity measures
entire populations were forced to deal with the nightmare
of mass unemployment and poverty.

In Ecuador, however, the Socialist government of
Rafael Correa set up a Commission of Public Debt as an
alternative solution.Asimilareffortcouldbeginin Greece,
with dozens of internationally known intellectuals, such
as the American linguist Noam Chomsky, signing in
favour. Nevertheless, the Greek ruling party (PASOK)
refuses to implement such a plan, while its leadership
has repeatedly threatened with expulsion the party
members who are against the IMF memorandum.

“I had everything I needed, I had a house and I
had raised two children. I gave it all away.”

The documentary Living Without Money portraits the
life of 68-year-old Heidemarie Schwermer, a German
woman who made a deliberate choice to stop using
money 14 years ago. She cancelled her apartment,
gave away all of her belongings and kept nothing but a
suitcase full of clothes. This was a decision that changed
the entire outlook on her life dramatically.

In the film, we follow Heidemarie in her day-to-day
life and experience how she goes about to find food,
transport and a place to stay. In addition to showing the
daily challenges she meets from living without money,
we get to hear more about Heidemarie’s life philosophy
and why she has chosen to live this way. We see that it is
not only easy for her to live without money in a society
where everything is based on money and the value
of a person is measured on how wealthy he or she is.
People Heidemarie meets on her way, often have strong
opinions about her lifestyle. Some call her a “parasite”
and claim she is living off others, while some see her
as a “visionary source of inspiration”. Through her
story we can consider money’s influence on our way
of thinking, living and acting and the impact this has
on our own lives and health, and our environment.
This film explores these ideas and reflects on themes of
materialism and over-consumption.
